the school has allocated two periods for students to read English online texts in S1 to S3, and English story books in S4 to S5;
the school has also allocated two periods for students to learn workplace texts in S4 and S5;

teachers understand it is a school policy that they should play a more prominent role in promoting reading and writing in school
during school hours;

students will take reading more seriously as they are required to do online exercises (S1 to S4), and share their favourite books
in class (S4 to S5), and complete different class and home assignments each term;

students from S4 and S5 will have more practice time on writing a range of business texts, which may have been covered in
their English lessons. In other words, what they have learnt could be reinforced in the lesson time.
